INSTRUCTIONS

Stick the template to some sturdy
cardboard that you may have lying 
arond the house (e.g. an empty 
cereal box, or a cardboard box
you may have in the garage).

Get your mum or dad to help
you cut around the template.

Cut a hole around the dotted line 
and make slices at the positions 
marked. Slide the bead thread
onto the cross at point B. You may 
wish to reinforce point B to hold the 
weight of the beads by attaching 
extra tape to the back of the cross. 

You can now slide the cross over 
your door handle to your kitchen
or bed room and start collecting 
your beads.
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Fill the tray with soil or potting compost.

Arrange it to make a hill on one side of the tray.

Cover the soil with moss, grass or sand.

Make three crosses with dried twigs tied together 
with sewing thread and place on the hilltop.

Press the small pot into the hillside to make a cave like
the garden tomb. Place the stone over the mouth of the tomb.

Press egg-cups full of water into the soil around the 
garden and fill with flowers.

Make a path coming from the tomb with gravel
to show how the disciples ran to the tomb on 
Easter morning.

On Easter morning, move back the stone 
from the tomb, showing that it is empty.
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
