HOW TO MAKE A PALM CROSS

This is the Sunday before Jesus rose again.
On this day he rode into Jerusalem. The people 
there laid palm branches in the road to welcome 
him like a king.

PALM SUNDAYPALM SUNDAY APRIL
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YOU WILL NEED:

Coloured Card Pencil Scissors Ruler
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Cut the card into strips length ways 1.5cms wide.
You will need 2 of these strips for each palm cross. 

To make the crossbeam of the palm cross: On one of the 
strips mark from the left 2cms, 4cms, 10cms and 20cms. 
Fold neatly from the right along the 20cm line and then 
the 10cm line.

Turn the piece of card over and fold forward along the 
2cm line and then the 4cm line. This makes the centre
of the crossbeam. Flatten.

To make the cross: Now take the other strip of card and 
insert one end under the top layer only of the centre of 
the crossbeam. Do not go all the way through. 

Fold the long piece of card behind the crossbeam and 
then thread it up in front of it and through under the top 
layer of the centre of the crossbeam. Pull this through 
and flatten it.

Finally thread the long piece of card back under the 
centre of the crossbeam stopping when a cross shape
is made.

HOBBY DONKEY

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YOU WILL NEED:

Brown/Black
Felt

Scissors

Stapler BroomPaintbrush

THE NEWS

Newspaper
(Cut into strips)

Paste
(1 Part Warm Water
& 2 Part PVA Glue)

Paint Balloon
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Make up the mache paste in a bowl and cut up some thin, 
short strips of newspaper.

Blow up the balloon and begin to dip the newspaper into the paste,
applying it evenly. Build up about 3 layers and leave to harden.

Once hard, use the pin to pop the balloon through the 
papier mache,and remove it from the inside of the mould.

You are now ready to decorate your donkey head.
Use a ‘pin the tail on the donkey’ template if you
need help defining what the donkey looks like.

You can now put the Donkey head on the end of 
your broom/mop. Use extra papier mache to 
glue it to the top of the mop, or you can leave
the head loose to give a ‘bobbing head’ effect.
